Scripture Reading:  
 
ñListen, I tell you a mystery: We will not all sleep, but 
we will all be changed . . . the dead will be raised im-
perishable, and the mortal with immortality . . . The 
sting of death is sin, and the power of sin is the law. 
But thanks be to God! He gives us the victory through 
our Lord Jesus Christò (1 Corinthians 15:51-57). 
 

WEôVE WON! 

 Weôve all been stung by death. Children die. People in peak physical condition die. 
Sickness or age or accident creeps up on us, and we all die. Sounds morbid, doesnôt it? 
But death is a final and painful reality. When death comes to one we love, no matter the 
age of the person, we are stung. For some the sting remains, even though it may be eased 
by passing time. When death comes to a Christian, however, the sting of death is momen-
tary. We who mourn do not mourn without hope, for we know that death is not the end. 

 The disciples who watched their Savior hang on the cross were stung by his death. 
They mourned without hope, for they didnôt know his death was not permanent. That hope-
lessness turned to great joy, though, when Christ appeared to them alive! Because he rose 
from the dead, we, too, shall rise. Death could not triumph over Christ and it cannot tri-
umph over us. Through Christ, weôve won! Death is defeated. Eternal life is a lifelong proc-
ess and carries us into the heavenly dimension. 

 What a profound mystery this is! Our only response is to cry, ñThanks be to God!ò 
The sting of death is removed because, in Christ, weôve won!

2. According to verse 50, what must we have in order to live in Heaven with Christ? 

3. According to verse 58, what two things are we to do as we wait for Heaven?

HELEN STEINACKER GIFT BEING MANAGED BY ENDOWMENT COMMITTEE  
 

 On February 27, 2010 the Church Council approved the transfer of the initial cash gift of 
$539,398 to the Oakton United Methodist Church from the estate of Helen Steinacker to the En-
dowment Committee for administration and management.   Another $30,000 in cash gifts 
may  come to the OUMC as a result of the sale of other assets in her estate.  How blessed we 
are as a Church community to have had Helen as part of our congregation.   The Endowment 
Committee will assure that Helenôs love for the people of the Oakton United Methodist Church 
and her enormous generosity is recognized, revered and preserved for future generations.   
 
 On November 25, 2008, the Church Conference passed a resolution establishing a OMUC Per-
manent Endowment Fund Committee.   The Endowment Committee members are Giles 
Sinkewiz, Bill Van Stavoren, Dick Javins, Stan Ellis, Don Hawks and Alvin Kitchen as Chair-
man.  Al Kitchen is a certified public accountant with nearly forty years experience in account-
ing, auditing and financial management.   
 
 OUMCôs Endowment Program has been established for the purpose of providing members and 
friendsô opportunities to make charitable gifts to Oakton Methodist Church that will become a 
permanent endowment of financial support and a living memorial.  The Endowment Program is 
intended for purposes that expands or strengthens ministry and that are not usually funded 
through the annual operating budget of the church and the regular giving of its members and 
friends.   Gifts or named endowments to the Program can be directed by the benefactor or are 
assigned to one or more of the following funds: 1) General Endowment Funds for special needs 
and ministries; 2) Property Funds for improvement or construction of physical facilities; 3) Mis-
sion Funds; 4) Music Funds for special programs, guest musicians and instrument purchases; 
and 5) Youth and Christian Education Funds. 
   
 The Endowment Committee is investing its funds through the Virginia United Methodist Foun-
dation.  The Church Council assigned $150,000 of the Helen Steinacker gift to the Property 
Fund to complete three critical infrastructure projects.   These projects are the replacement of 
the North wall in the furnace room, the replacement of the floor in the Chapel and to refurbish 
the large kitchen.  The Endowment Committee will provide ñgap fundingò to refurbish the large 
kitchen.  That is the funding between the total cost of the project and that the Fund Raising 
Committee has raised.  This will enable the kitchen replacement to be started as quickly as pos-
sible.  Once this project is complete, and if the Fund Raising Committee has raised any addi-
tional funds, they will be transferred to the Endowment Committee and in turn to the Helen 
Steinacker General Endowment Fund.   The remaining gift and any amounts not used for the 
infrastructure projects have been assigned to the Helen Steinacker General Endowment Fund 
where the earnings off the principal amount becomes available to expand or strengthen the 
Churchôs ministry.   
 
 Have you considered the Oakton United Methodist Church in your estate plans?   The Endow-
ment Committee shortly will be putting out more information on this new and exciting program 
for the OUMC.
